THE OLD TESTAMENT READING          Numbers 11:4-6, 10-16, 24-29 (ESV) 
4Now the rabble that was among them had a strong craving. And the people of Israel also 

wept again and said, "Oh that we had meat to eat! 5We remember the fish we ate in Egypt that 
cost nothing, the cucumbers, the melons, the leeks, the onions, and the garlic. 6But now our 
strength is dried up, and there is nothing at all but this manna to look at."  

10Moses heard the people weeping throughout their clans, everyone at the door of his tent. 
And the anger of the Lord blazed hotly, and Moses was displeased. 11Moses said to the Lord, 
"Why have you dealt ill with your servant? And why have I not found favor in your sight, that 
you lay the burden of all this people on me? 12Did I conceive all this people? Did I give them 
birth, that you should say to me, 'Carry them in your bosom, as a nurse carries a nursing child,' to 
the land that you swore to give their fathers?

25Then the Lord came down in 
the cloud and spoke to him, and took some of the Spirit that was on him and put it on the seventy 
elders. And as soon as the Spirit rested on them, they prophesied. But they did not continue doing 
it.

7Be patient, therefore, brothers, until the coming of the Lord. See how the farmer waits 
for the precious fruit of the earth, being patient about it, until it receives the early and the late 
rains. 8You also, be patient. Establish your hearts, for the coming of the Lord is at hand. 9Do not 
grumble against one another, brothers, so that you may not be judged; behold, the Judge is 
standing at the door.

41For truly, I say to you, whoever gives you a cup of water to 
drink because you belong to Christ will by no means lose his reward. 42"Whoever causes one of 
these little ones who believe in me to sin, it would be better for him if a great millstone were hung 
around his neck and he were thrown into the sea. 43And if your hand causes you to sin, cut it off. 
It is better for you to enter life crippled than with two hands to go to hell, to the unquenchable 
fire. 45And if your foot causes you to sin, cut it off. It is better for you to enter life lame than with 
two feet to be thrown into hell.

LITURGY SPOTLIGHT  Today's readings remind us how our bodily wants and temptations 
can draw us away from our faith. The Gospel lesson encourages us to remove any such evil from 
our lives, even if it is a body part. And above all, we must pray for an increase of faith and for 
deliverance from evil. The Hymn of the Day reminds us of the important spiritual exercise of 
prayer to remain secure in the knowledge of God's continued protection from the Devil (st. 2), the 
world (st. 3), and our own sinful nature (st. 4), the three enemies Luther warns against in the 
Small Catechism.

The humble art of music in service of the Gospel is a 
noble thing. As Martin Luther taught, “Next to the Word of God, music deserves the 
highest praise. After all, the gift of language combined with the gift of song was only 
given to man to let him know that he should praise God with both word and music, 
namely, by proclaiming the Word of God through music and by providing sweet 
melodies with words.” He also wrote, “I therefore pray that every pious Christian would
