Beware of an application called 

Monolingual. It may damage 
your OS X installation!

One of the reasons for my absence 
from the podcasting stage is 

connected to that app. Monolingual is 
an application that promises to free 
lots of hard disc space by deleting 

dispensable system files like language 
information for multilingual 

applications. This makes sense – if you 
don't speak Italian or 

German, why should you 
keep those language files? 

Another feature of 
Monolingual is to remove 
"dispensable" files from 
universal applications. A 
quick explanation for Windows users. 

Since Apple has switched their CPUs from 
PowerPC to Intel, software developers 

publish their software as so called 
Universal Binaries, which basically means 
the apps contain binaries for PowerPC and 

Intel. This allows the apps to run at high 
speed on both machines. They don't have 
to compile separate versions for the two 

CPU architectures. However, the 
developers keep quiet about the fact, that 
removing the PPC related files from Intel 
machines severely damages the OS. In 
found that bit of information in various 

forums – unfortunately after I had run the 
application. To cut a short story short – I
had to buy a new hard drive, backup my 
data and reinstall the system. Obviously, 

this takes some time and contributed to the
